¢ In the event of rain, please double-bag recycling.

e Flatten and bundle cardboard pieces (no larger
than 3’ by 3).

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What to do with Packing Peanuts

Plastic (polystyrene) packing peanuts are not recyclable, but can be reused many times.

¢ Before deciding what to do with the peanuts that come into your life, determine if you have plastic peanuts
or those made from vegetable starch. Peanuts made from vegetable starch are most likely colored green and
may look somewhat like a cheese puff. To test, run one under water. If it dissolves, you can dispose of small
guantities in your home compost pile or by dissolving in water and running down the drain.

e Pack the peanuts (in a sealed bag or box) so they don’t get loose and litter our neighborhoods or end up in
the creeks and bay.

e Reuse the peanuts in the next package you send and ask the recipient to do the same.

e Many UPS Stores, Mail Boxes Etc., and other small packing and shipping centers will accept your peanuts
for reuse. Call ahead to verify. If you have difficulty finding a drop-off location, contact the Plastic Loosefill
Council at www.loosefillpackaging.com or call their Peanut Hotline at 800-828-2214 for information on
businesses and centers willing to accept used peanuts.

o Offer free peanuts and other packing materials on a website like Craigslist.org or Freecycle.org.
People who sell on eBay or do other regular shipping may be happy to take them off your hands.

e Don't buy plastic packing peanuts for your own packaging needs. There are plenty of other packaging
options that are fully recyclable. If you use peanuts, look for the biodegradable ones.

Recycling FAQ's

Do the recyclables in the split-carts get mixed
together inside the truck?

No. The truck is also divided into two compartments to
keep the recyclables separated. This separation keeps
the recyclables clean and makes them easier to sort at
the SMaRT™ Station so we earn a better price for our
high-quality recyclables. Please be sure to set out your
cart with the wheels against the curb so recyclables
are loaded into proper sections of the truck. The photo
shows a split-compartment truck being loaded.

Why isn’t food waste accepted in our yard
trimmings cart?

The composting process for food scraps mixed with yard
trimmings is different than that required for yard trim-
mings only. Our current processing contract is for yard trimmings only, so mixing food waste in the yard
trimmings cart contaminates it and could cause the entire truck load to be rejected by the composting
facility. Residential food waste composting programs will be evaluated during the upcoming preparation of
a Zero Waste strategy for Mountain View. Residents can attend a free County workshop to learn how to
compost at home and purchase a compost bin.

Place used batteries in the bag provided by Recology Mountain View and set
on top of cart. Recology will empty it and return the bag to you for reuse.
(Please put tape over battery terminals to reduce the risk of fire. Spent
batteries may have enough voltage remaining to start a fire.)
